Audio/Visual Media Ministries- Provides opportunities to learn to operate audio and video system, for worship services and special programs***


Board of Hospitality- Welcomes quests who are visiting the church and reads the worship service announcements. Serves as hostesses for Episcopal meetings and conference conveying at the church.


Bus Ministry-Provides transportation to and from church and church school.  The ministry also provides transportation to programs and to other church functions as needed.


Business and Professional Men/Women- This group’s main focus is to provide scholarship for qualified high school seniors.  They sponsor an annual luncheon and a scholarship Day and receive monetary gifts for the scholarship fund.***


Children’s Church- Children are provided special learning experiences each Sunday morning by teachers who have undergone special training for teaching children.


Choir- A ministry group which furnishes music during worship service.  They will also present other musical events such as concerts, musicals and fellowship services.  (We currently have a youth and children’s choir and Adult.  They join together to form the mass Choir.)


Christian Youth Fellowship- An organization for youth ages 12-17.  Teaching Christian principles and providing wholesome actives for them.


Church Aid- Serves as an aid to the church by regular surveys of church needs.  The results are reported to the Trustees.  They sponsor yearly Christmas Baskets and Soup Festivals.  The proceeds are given to the church for special projects.  ***

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Men’s Bible Study – A group of men meeting on Tuesday Nights at 7 p.m. to study the word of God and discuss other issues of specific interest to men.


Men’s Chorus – A men’s singing group who share in the worship experience. They also sing on special occasions and other engagements.  ***


Missionary Society – The women’s organization providing educational activities on all levels. They develop programs and resources to meet the needs of the church and community while providing outreach ministries throughout the world. 


Nurses Corps – To provide care for infants and children three to five years old during Sunday morning Worship Service and to render first aid when needed.  ***


One-Church-One-School – A ministry which adopts a school. Persons go into the school and act as teacher’s aids, mentor students, and help them with their class work, and perform other duties as needed.  *** 


Orientation & Assimilation – Instructs new members in the doctrine and beliefs of the Methodist church. It also teaches the history of Cleaves Memorial. 


Pastor’s Bible Study – The Pastor teaches a bible study on the Tuesday before the first Sunday at 7:00 p.m. This is a combined setting allowing a wonderful array of input from both the male/female perspectives.  This study covers general topics and provides opportunities for persons to ask questions.


Power Pools – A group of saints gathered for the sole purpose of offering praises to God preparing us for the morning worship experience.  They also provide and constant and fervent intercessory prayer for the church and all other concerns. ***





Prison Ministry – A ministry group making regular visitations to the various institutions in the county. This ministry offers counsel and religious experiences for persons incarcerated,  ***


Singles Ministry – A ministry group of single men and women who fellowship together and plan other wholesome activities of interest.   ***


Steward Board – Confirmed officers who are responsible for the temporal affairs of the church. Some of their duties along with Stewardess include setting the Pastor’s salary.


Stewardess Board – Women officers of the church who are appointed by the Pastor and confirmed by the Quarterly Conference. They serve the table of the Lord, the poor and the ministry.


Support Groups – Alcoholics Anonymous – Support ministry for recovering alcoholics.  ***


Trustee Board – Responsible for the upkeep of all properties of the church. They act as agents of the church regarding legal matters relating to properties. 


Ushers – To assist all persons in obtaining seats during services and events at the church. Ushers also attend to the needs of the Pastor during Sunday morning worship service.


Racial Reconciliation – Bringing Black and White congregations together for greater racial understanding. This ministry is a faith community in the Denver area that brings persons of different backgrounds and cultures together through interracial understanding. ***	


Watchmen’s Security – This ministry is for the sole purpose of providing a measure of security and protection for the church family, property and visitor’s.   ***


Women’s Bible Study – Women meet each Monday evening at 7 p.m. at the church to study the bible and discus other issues of specific interest to women.


Young Adults – Promotes the interaction of young adults within the church and administers to their needs. Leadership development is emphasized.

Commission of Membership & Evangelism- The Commission works in cooperation with the Pastor.  It’s purpose is to bring all persons into living fellowship with Jesus Christ.  It is the coordinating agency for all evangelistic activities and keeps records of membership.


Couples Ministry- Married couples who meet bi-monthly in homes to study scriptures and discuss issues of married life. ***


Decorative Displays- Persons with artistic gifts and interests may participate in this ministry, which designs and maintains bulletin boards and other displays.


Drama and Performing Arts- A ministry which provides opportunities to participate in drama production, contemporary dance, skits and other related actives. ***


Electronic Media- A ministry making use of Email to spread the word of God.  Allows members of cleaves memorial to communicate with each other and to keep abreast of church events***


Food & Clothing Bank- This ministry partners with the Compa Food Distribution Company here in the Denver area.  It meets every Saturday (Unless otherwise posted), to provide grocery items and clothing for those in the community.


Health & Fitness- A ministry, which stresses the importance of proper, diet, exercises and teaches about the common disease such as diabetes, high blood pressure and cholesterol. This is accomplished through weekly aerobics classes and periodic health fairs.***


 Joy bible Study – An informal bible study group held on Wednesday’s at 12 noon. These are senior citizens working together to provide information for senior primarily, although all ages are welcome.  ***


Christian Youth Fellowship – Organization for children ages 4-11 providing Christian nurture, recreational and various other activities.
